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ABSTRACT

The Emergence of Intemet Media and Change of Political
Process

This study looked into the media, the provider of political information,
in order to understand the influence of Internet media on the political
process. By doing so, this study pursued to look into how the Internet
media are coping with the relations with the old media and how the
Internet media seek the future directions.

In order to make a content analysis of the media, this study took the
perspective of the media’s social responsibility theory, urging the media
to form a desirable public sphere in a modern society, and looked into
the operations of each media. First, this study categorized the media into
the old media including printed newspapers and TV broadcasts and the

new media including the Intemet newspapers. Then, this study made a
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content analysis into the election reports focusing on the Seoul mayoral
race during the 2006 local elections. As a result, this study could
confirm that the majority of the reports were in regard to the Seoul
mayoral candidates for the capital, although it was the election for all
local governments. Besides, this was not only true in the case of TV
broadcast but also in the Internet newspaper, the Pressian, and therefore,
it was not a characteristic particular to one kind of media. As a result of
differences of each media in terms of balance, this study could not find
a characteristic following the kinds of media in the types of articles and
reporting and in the frequency of reporting. This showed that the election
reports in all media are still focusing on simple straight news with the
idea that election is more of a confrontation seeking a victory. In terms
of variety of reports, this study also could not find differences in media.
Still, there was a hint of possibility that the Internet media may seek
differentiation from the old media, as they used a wider range of themes
regarding elections. Still, in terms of participation, which is to attract the
voters to take part in the politics, the Internet newspapers were found to
be using more terms and words that would lead to bigger distrust against
elections. Also, the Internet news media did not reflect the opinion of
the general public. As a result of these analyses, the Internet newspapers,
which came to the fore fast since 2002, are attracting attention for their
various attempts that break the framework of the old media in individual
controversies, using their unlimited time and space with easier access to

the media. By doing so, the Internet media came to have a bigger
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influence. However, in the framework of election reports in general, the
Internet news media failed to show particular difference from the old
media. There can be many reasons for that. First of all, there can be
lack of manpower and capital compared with those of the old media,
leading to the weak professionalism. On top of this, in case of the
OhMyNews, general citizens can write articles are "citizen reporters." As
a result, many of the reports are not based on factual judgments but on
individual claims, leading to errors and propensity in reports, and
eventually a drop of credibility. In order to realize the intent to realize
the citizen journalism, there must be considerable investment of time and
efforts, it seems.

Nevertheless, it is possible to expect that Internet media will continue to
grow, due to their potentials and their particular character of the Internet
media as the alternative media in various issues.

Internet has come to the fore due to the development in technology,
and it functions as the technological premise for the participatory
democracy. Internet has also shown a possibility that it can give a
powerful influence to the political process on the whole. Seeing from the
social responsibility theory’s perspective, the advance of the Internet
media became a chance to enhance variety in the offerings of the
political information of political parties and media. On top of this,
Internet has opened the door for the general public to participate in

various ways. In this respect, Internet has made it easier to achieve the

goal of participatory democracy.
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
